It is necessary that the obser-
vance of Quds Day, which neighbors
Laylatu-I-Qadr (Night of Qadr) be re-
vived among the Muslims.  They

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must base their vigilance and alertness
on Quds Day so that they can rid
themselves of the trap of age-long
neglect which has struck them, espe-
cially in recent centuries. In this way,
the day of their vigilance and wake-
fulness could well surpass tens of
years of the superpowers and the
hypocrites of the world, and the
world’s Muslim will determine their
own fate themselves.
