| feel obliged to express my gratitude to the noble Sunnite community of Iran, in particular
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and 2005, the Lut Desert was reported as the hottest locations on earth. Almost a third of Iran is
covered with mountains, including two the Alborz Mountains, which stretch from the west toward
the east, and the Zagros Mountains, which start from the west and continue southeast. The vastest
lake in the world being located in the north of Iran and also the Persian Gulf and the Oman Sea being
in the south have complemented the beauty of the country’s landscape. Iran’s climate is also one of
the most interesting across the world; even in winter, there is sometimes a higher than 50-degree
difference between the coldest and warmest parts of the country.

The Caspian Hyrcanian mixed forests, dating back to 200 million years ago, are another example of
Iran’s magnificent, natural heritage.

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Houses of God

It is believed by both Sunnite and Shiite Moslems
that the mosque is the house of God, and a believer
who steps in a mosque to pray is regarded as God’s
guest. Both sects regard prayers conducted — even
with delay — at a mosque as more valuable than
those conducted at home. Moreover, preserving the
sacred atmosphere and respecting the mosque as
well as safeguarding cleanliness is seen as mandatory
by all Moslems, as essentially important as the
prayers themselves. Thus, the categorization of
mosques into two groups — Sunnite and Shiite —is
of no real significance, and if a mosque is regarded
as belonging to one sect, it merely implies that it is
preserved and maintained by Moslems of that sect.
If, due to innocuous carelessness, a mosque is seen
as belonging to the Sunnite, this does not mean that
no Shiite has ever uttered loving words of prayer
there. Likewise, Sunnites are not banned from saying
their prayers in mosques named after Shiites. Having
provided this point, which did not seem to be quite
necessary either, we shall proceed with this chapter
of the book, which displays, through the lens of our
photographers, mosques built and managed by our
Sunnite brothers, in which a Sunnite brother leads
the prayers conducted in congregation.
